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3. Set up a Public Service Broadcaster

In the short term, government should inject
money into RTHK to make it an independent
broadcasting service. In the longer term, the
Public Service Broadcaster should be set up
quickly to provide cooperating opportunities
with small and medium production houses so

that jobs can be created.
